
 Motor City Brass Band (MCBB) represents the great tradition of British 
brass bands of the past two centuries. Fusing the glorious sound of the brass 
band with an “Americanization” of spirit and insight, MCBB has successfully 
created a fresh approach to an honored tradition. Their superb musicianship, 
combined with a remarkable sense of ensemble and expressive interpretation of a 
wide range of musical styles, produces an enjoyable musical experience. 
Performances are characteristically creative, energetic and exciting. 

 In addition to performing extensively throughout the metropolitan Detroit 
area, the band also participates annually in the U.S. Open Brass Band 
Championships. Featuring virtually every style of music, from Shostakovich to 
Setzer, and Copland to Motown, MCBB covers the widest spectrum of musical 
offerings. 

 MCBB performs about 20 concerts each year and produces an annual 
music series of four shows at the Ford Community and Performing Arts Center in 
Dearborn, where it regularly features world-class guest performers from North 
America and Europe. 

 The Detroit Free Press writes Motor City Brass Band musicians… “dig into 
an eclectic repertoire with polished execution and an infectious enthusiasm that 
brings smiles to all within earshot…top notch.” The band has received rave 
reviews for spectacular high-energy performances at the Ford Community and 
Performing Arts Center, Macomb Center for the Performing Arts, Greenfield Village 
as guest of the Detroit Symphony Orchestra (three years), at the Detroit Institute 
of Art, and at The Max. 

MCBB regularly provides outreach programs to schools and universities 
through clinics, concerts and scholarship opportunities. This year marked the third 
year of the scholarship competition as well as the second year of the Motor City 
Youth Brass Band (students ages 15-21). 

 Motor City Brass Band has been awarded several grants from the Michigan 
Council for the Arts and Cultural Affairs to assist the group in bringing high-quality 
brass band music to the Midwest.
